Clients are served on a first-come, first-served basis as clinic hours 
   allow. 

• Services such as heartworm tests, parasite preventative, nail 
    trimming and microchipping are available at low cost. 

• All pets must be in carriers or on leashes, no exception. 
 
• The clinic is located at the door marked 
   “Vaccine and Wellness Clinic”. 

• Please do not bring sick animals to the clinic. 
   Consult with your regular veterinarian if your  
   animal is ill or injured. 

• Aggressive animals may be turned away and 
   referred to private veterinarians where their  
   special needs can be more easily accommodated.

In addition to giving initial vaccinations to all adoptable cats and dogs and as part of our mission to 
improve animals’ quality of life, the Humane Society of Indianapolis now offers low-cost vaccinations 
and other services for pet cats and dogs at our 7929 N. Michigan Rd. shelter. 

The IndyHumane Low-Cost Vaccine Clinic does not provide ongoing or emergency vet care, so  
if your pet requires emergency care, please refer to the Emergency Vet Care directory on our website.

The Low-Cost Vaccine Clinic is not intended to replace the relationship between pet owners and their regular veterinarian. 
Basic services and vaccinations are available at the clinic but specific veterinary advice on other matters cannot be provided.  
It’s important for an animal’s overall health and well-being to be seen regularly by a private veterinarian.

was love at first sight all around, and one of the family members 
wanted to train Chip in agility. She was young, but she was interested 
in learning, watched all the dog training shows on TV and knew about 
clicker training. 

After the adoption, the foster mom followed up on Chippers, as he 
was then called, and his adoptive family always sent glowing reports. 
In February of 2010, his new family wrote, “Chippers has NEVER had 
any issues whatsoever, whether it be with humans or our other dog 
interacting with his food/treats.” 

Now a year after he first came to IndyHumane, Chippers and his family 
are preparing to move to North Carolina. His new family sent some 
farewell photos and the following message: “Chip has been an amazing 
addition to our family.  He puts a smile on our little girl’s face every 
day!”

Thanks in part to the success of Chippers, IndyHumane made the 
bold move to create a position for a full-time enrichment employee 
who works with dogs who need help with certain parts of the behavior 
evaluation, such as resource guarding or socialization. 

To date, more than 35 dogs with food-bowl issues have been 
rehabilitated and successfully adopted out. And 45 more have gone 
through IndyHumane’s enrichment program and on to the adoption 
floor. 

All thanks to a tiny dog with a big heart, and IndyHumane’s vision that 
all Central Indiana animals are treated with dignity and respect and live 
free from cruelty, harm and neglect.
